MARYLAND BROWN SWISS SCHOLARSHIPS

Offered to qualified 4-H and FFA youth from Maryland and surrounding states that have had registered Brown Swiss as a project.

History:  The Maryland Brown Swiss Association Scholarship Program became a reality from funds generated by: 1) Member donations; 2) Many successful Mid-Atlantic Calf Sales; and 3) The hosting of a successful 1999 National Convention.  The first scholarships from this program were awarded in 2003.  Applicants must have been enrolled in a 4-H or FFA program working with Brown Swiss cattle.  Basis for awarding a scholarship to an individual will be the promise of leadership, satisfactory scholastic rank, financial need and knowledge of the dairy industry.  The number of scholarships awarded and monetary level of each will depend upon continued support and generosity of Brown Swiss breeders in the Maryland area and the continued success of the Mid-Atlantic Calf Sale.  A $1000 scholarship and a $500 scholarship may be presented annually at the discretion of the Maryland Brown Swiss Scholarship Committee to “qualified” applicants.
QUALIFICATIONS:

1. Available to all dairy youth who have been active members in the Maryland Brown Swiss Association for at least three years and are currently paid members.

2. Applicants must be enrolled in a two or four year college program.  Applicants are not required to be pursuing a degree in an Agricultural related field.
3. Scholarships are available to entering freshman thru entering seniors. (Note: entering freshman award monies will be held until enrollment is confirmed). Application must be typed and filled out completely.

4. Use only space provided on the forms, do not use additional space or paper.

5. Applicants are eligible to win a scholarship twice, for a maximum of $1500.
